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Temporality remains unexamined when exploring higher education in the
Global South. Less is known about how temporality influences gendered
academic life in rapidly developing higher education systems in South
Asia, such as Bangladesh. Our study on Bangladeshi faculty illuminates
the inter-relationships between temporality, gender, work experiences, and
daily life in a Global South urban context.
